Pitt Charms the TIFF Crowds
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Brad Pitt is not looking forward to the day his children look up at him and ask "Daddy, what's a Snatch?"

The megastar, in town to promote the Toronto International Film Festival's premiere of Babel, says he worries about what his children will think of his previous film roles.

"That's exactly my thoughts these days: 'Oh my God, what did I do, what are they going to see in films from the past?' I start making that list," Pitt told reporters.

"It definitely colours what I'll approach in the future. I'll try to be a little more mature about my decisions."

Pitt, who came to the festival without partner Angelina Jolie and children Maddox, Zahara, and Shiloh, charmed the capacity crowd at the Babel press conference on Sunday. After sticking his tongue out in a goofy pose for photographers, Pitt predicted it would be "the picture that's going to end up (being printed) when I have a breakdown or something…or when I get arrested for DUI."

On Sunday night, the actor showed up at the OnexOne gala fundraiser to support his Ocean's 13 co-star Matt Damon, who was hosting the event. At the benefit dinner, Damon led a charity auction, which included the highly-contested prize of a chance to join him, Pitt and George Clooney at the Ocean's 13 premiere. Damon joked that Pitt had spoken to him and agreed to make love to the winner, prompting a bidding war that topped out at more than $100,000.
