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AWARD-WINNING “ALBÜM” IS
NOW IN ANTALYA FILM FESTIVAL!
“Albüm”, which attracted the attention by receiving the awards such as “The Best Director”, “The Best Screenplay”, and “The Best Art Director” in 23rd International Adana Film Festival, is among the films that compete in 53rd International Antalya Film Festival which will be held between 16th and 23rd October 2016! Şebnem Bozoklu and Murat Kılıç share the starring role of “Albüm” which is Mehmet Can Mertoğlu’s first feature film. 
“Albüm”, which had its world premiere at the 69th Cannes Film Festival as one of the seven films entitled to compete in the Semaine de la Critique section. At Semaine de la Critique, the film received “France 4 Visionary Award”. “Albüm”, which was deemed worthy of the awards such as Heart of Sarajevo / The Best Feature Film Award, Cineuropa Best Feature Film and CICAE Best Feature Film at the 22nd Sarajevo Film Festival, also received FIPRESCI Best First Feature award at the 33rd Jerusalem Film Festival and at the 7th Piran Europa and Mediterranean Film Festival. At the 23rd International Adana Film Festival, “Albüm”, was awarded with Best Director, Best Screenplay and Best Art Director awards. “Albüm” is now competing in 53rd International Antalya Film Festival which will be held from 16th to 23rd October 2016.
“Albüm”, starring Şebnem Bozoklu and Murat Kılıç, tells the story of an earnest provincial couple goes to great lengths to create a photo album of a fake pregnancy as eventual proof  of a biological tie to their adopted baby. The shooting took place mainly in Antalya and Kayseri. The production company of the film is Kamara Film, based in Istanbul. It is a co-production between Turkey, France, Romania and Germany. Among the co-producers are Arte France television, Oscar-winning Bosnia-Herzogevinan director Danis Tanovic, Oscar-winning producer Cedomir Kolar, and Berlin Golden Bear winner Romanian Director Calin Peter Netzer. The editing of “Albüm” carries the signature of Ayhan Ergürsel and cinematography is by the Romanian ace-lenser Marius Panduru. 
“Albüm” was funded by Eurimages, Turkish Ministry of Culture and Tourism Directorate of Cinema, Romanian National Film Center and Sound Post-Production company Melodika “Albüm”; received “Ministry of Culture, Melodika Sound Post-Production and Medienboard awards in Meetings on the Bridge platform of 32nd Istanbul Film Festival in which the film participated in 2013. 

While continuing its domestic and international festival journey, “Albüm” which was screened at Melbourne, Bogota, Odessa, Lima, La Rochelle and Vladivostok Film Festivals until today, is going to have it’s release in Turkey on November 4th 2016.
