The story starts  off  where  an ex-policeman, a fugitive boy who is  far away from his homeland and a nurse’s ways cross, and  indicates a drama of the immigration to the west.
Brougt by the Sea  was filmed in Dalyan and Ortaca districts of  Muğla,  produced 
by Nöbetçi Yapım and directed by Nesli Çölgeçen and written for the screen by Ersin Kana. Cast Onur Saylak, Ahu Türkpençe, Sümer Tilmaç, Deniz Özerman, Emin Gürsoy and five year old actor Jordan Deniz Boyner. It was Jordan’s first acting experience.

Halil who was forced by his father to be policeman causes the death of an African immigrant during his duty.  Halil is captured into his innerworld because of his guilty conscience, suicide attempt and bad relationship with his father  
Jordan’s journey starts off with his mother and  ends  in England with his father whom he was going to meet  in Greece.  This illegal  journey lasts for weeks. Dalyan is Jordan’s last stop before meeting with his father . It is also the place where Jordan’s life crosses with the life of Halil.
From the moment Jordan’s life is in Halil’s hands, Halil trusts Jordan with his  life. Jordan helps Halil to get his life in a new direction. Their friendship starts off badly but ends with love and compromise. Halil’s targets in life change.

Caretta- Carettas are born in Dalyan and  find their ways to the sea with their sense of direction help them ind their way. Will Jordan find his way like as Caretta-Carettas do?
While indicating the world’s fundemental issue of illegal immigration to the west, Brought by the Sea also tells the story of how prejiduces are overcome by love and  compromise .
