Please observe the following REVISED guidelines when quoting from the attached transcript:

QUOTES MAY NOT BE USED PRIOR TO SATURDAY, October 8th, 2005.

Examples of acceptable quotes:

( If Roger Ebert and Richard Roeper both give positive reviews to your film: 

“Two thumbs up.” EBERT & ROEPER. 
( If only one critic gives a positive review to your film: 

“Thumbs up.” ROGER EBERT, Ebert & Roeper. 

(NOTE: In both print and television ads the type face for the critics’ names MUST BE LARGER than the title of the show and the critics’ name must appear BEFORE the title of the show.)

( Other individual phrases relating to a particular film may be quoted as long as they are taken VERBATIM from the program transcript and are attributed only to the critic who spoke them.  

For example: “Thumbs up. Warm and funny.” RICHARD ROEPER, Ebert & Roeper. 

( PUNCTUATION MAY NOT BE CHANGED. If the transcript reads, “Two thumbs up,” it may not be changed to “Two thumbs up!”
( You MAY NOT attribute or combine quotes from anyone else with quotes from Roger Ebert or Richard Roeper. For example, it is not acceptable for an announcer to say: “Ebert and Roeper give it two thumbs up. One of the funniest movies of the year,” and then credit the “One of the funniest movies of the year” quote to Chuck Jones of the Seattle Times in small print. This is very misleading. 

( You MAY NOT combine quotes from the transcripts of Ebert & Roeper with Roger Ebert’s print reviews or local televised news broadcasts or from Richard Roeper’s column in the Chicago Sun-Times or local televised new broadcasts. Those quotes must be attributed separately and not to the show.

( ALL QUOTES MUST BE APPROVED THROUGH THE EBERT & ROEPER OFFICE BEFORE APPEARING IN ANY TELEVISION, RADIO OR PRINT ADS.
