Griff - Ryan Kwanten 

Nurturing an impressive body of work that encompasses film and television, Ryan Kwanten has 

positioned himself as one of Hollywood’s most promising talents as his career continues to evolve with exciting and challenging projects. 

Ryan can be seen starring alongside Academy Award winner Anna Paquin in the highly rated HBO 

series True Blood, from creator Alan Ball (Six Feet Under). The show will be returned for its forth
season in June 2011. Based on the book series Southern Vampire by Charlaine Harris, the show 

follows the world of vampires, who are able to co-exist with humans by drinking a Japanese-

manufactured synthetic blood. As one major newspaper puts it “Ryan Kwanten deserves a big shout 

out. Kwanten has been like a live electric wire on the show. He’s awesome, and he makes Jason’s dull 

thinking process crystal clear.” The show has received many accolades including a Golden Globe 

nomination for Best Television Series – Drama and People’s Choice nominations for Best TV Show and TV Obsession. Ryan’s additional television credits include the role of Jay Robertson in the critically acclaimed Warner Bros. series Summerland, which ran for two seasons. He was also a lead in the ESPN original movie The Junction Boys. 

Segueing effortlessly between the big and small screen, Ryan lent his voice to Zach Snyder’s, The 

Legend of the Guardians, which is based on the popular children’s books series. Warner Brothers 

released the film in September 2010.  His other feature film credits include Red Hill, a modern day revenge Western, Ryan plays a young police officer who must survive his first day’s duty in a small country town, Don’t Fade Away, Flicka, a Twentieth Century Fox film in which he starred opposite Tim McGraw, Maria Bello and Alison Lohman, the title role in American Brown, which received the Audience Award for Best Film at the Montreal Film Festival, Liquid Bridge, nominated for  Best Picture at the Australian Film Festival and the newly released Dead Silence directed by James Wan (writer/director of Saw). 

A native of Australia, Ryan began his acting career while attending Sydney University, where he earned a degree in business. He starred in numerous feature films and television shows and gained 

international notoriety when he joined the cast of the long-running popular Australian series Home and Away. A published writer, Ryan is currently working on a new book. An accomplished athlete, Ryan qualified for the world Biathlon in Sweden in 2006 and Italy 2007 after 

winning the LA Biathlon series two years running. He is a qualified yoga instructor and spends his free time bike riding, surfing and has a passion for completing triathlons. 

Ryan currently resides in Los Angeles. 

Melody – Maeve Dermody 

Making her feature film debut in 1993 as a young child in Breathing Under Water, Maeve Dermody has quickly become one of Australia’s future screen stars. Her standout performance in the 2008 film 

Blackwater earned her Best Supporting Actress nominations at The Australian Film Institute Awards 

(AFI), Inside Film and Film Critics Circle Awards. In 2009 she appeared in the critically acclaimed film 

Beautiful Kate and received her second AFI nomination for Best Supporting Actress. 

Maeve’s theatre credits include the Griffin Theatre Company’s The Peach Season and Belvoir’s 

Company B production of Killer Joe. Maeve is currently with Belvoir again in Measure for Measure 

Tim – Patrick Brammall 

Patrick Brammall graduated from VCA in 2001. Since graduating, Patrick has worked with Bell 

Shakespeare in As You Like It, The Comedy of Errors and Just Macbeth! For Melbourne Theatre 

Company, Patrick played David O Selznick in the acclaimed season of Moonlight and Magnolias 

directed by Bruce Beresford. Most recently Patrick was seen in Marius von Mayenburg’s The Ugly One. 

Patrick’s television credits include regular roles on The Alice, Home and Away and Canal Road. His 

guest appearances; in the 3rd series of The Librarians, All Saints, East West 101 and Rush. Patrick 

most recently portrayed Kim Beazley in the Australian telemovie Hawke. 

Patrick’s feature film debut, Griff the Invisible, directed by Leon Ford and co-starring Ryan Kwanten, will open in Australian cinemas in the March 2011. 

In 2006, Patrick was awarded The Philip Parsons Young Playwright Award with John Leary for cowriting The Suitors. The subsequent writing commission led to the production of Vital Organs, which enjoyed a season at B-Sharp in 2007. Patrick also worked as assistant director alongside Neil Armfield for Company B’s production of Peribanez.

An emerging writer/director whose first short film The Mechanicals was selected for Competition at 

Venice Film Festival 2005, London Film Festival, Rotterdam Film Festival, Palm Springs Film Festival 

and has won more than 8 awards worldwide. His half hour film, Katoomba won the Dendy Award at the Sydney Film Festival 2007, Best Film and Best Director at St. Kilda Film Festival 2008 and has so far 

screened in competition at Clermont-Ferrand, Melbourne and Flickerfest Film Festivals. Leon is also an accomplished actor who impressed audiences as Hamlet at the Sydney Opera House in 2003 which earned him a Green Room nomination for Best Male Actor, his screen performances include Steven Spielberg and Tom Hanks mini-series The Pacific and the Golden Globe nominated HBO mini-series Tsunami: The Aftermath as well ABC TV’s critically acclaimed Changi. Producer – Nicole O’Donohue 

Nicole O’Donohue is a Sydney based independent producer whose short films have screened at over 

60 festivals worldwide, and include the acclaimed short film Spider, which won an honourable mention at the Sundance Film Festival in 2008. Nicole has collaborated with Leon Ford on two short films, The Mechanicals, which premiered at the Venice Film Festival in 2005 and Katoomba, which took out the Dendy Award for Best Short Film at the Sydney Film Festival in 2007. In January 2008, Nicole was selected to participate in the Rotterdam Lab. Prior to financing her first feature she Associate Produced the BAFTA award winning TV series Lockie Leonard, Line Produced the Australian feature film Cedar 

Boys and is currently developing a feature length version of The Mechanicals with Leon Ford under the production company they have founded Green Park Pictures. Griff the Invisible, written & directed by Leon Ford is her debut feature film. 

Executive Producer – Jan Chapman 

Jan Chapman has produced some of Australia's most critically successful and popular films - including AFI Best Film winner, Lantana and Academy Award® winner, The Piano – and supported and nurtured the careers of some of it’s most talented filmmakers 

She studied at Sydney University before becoming involved in the Sydney Filmmakers Co-Op. This led to her becoming a producer in the Australian Broadcasting Corporation’s drama department where she produced Jane Campion’s first television feature Two Friends (1986). Since founding her own production company, Jan’s credits include: The Last Days of Chez Nous (1992), The Piano (1993), 

Love Serenade (1996), Holy Smoke (1999), Walk the Talk (2000), Lantana (2001) and Jane Campion's 

new film Bright Star. She has also executive produced Somersault (2004) and Suburban Mayhem 

(2006) both of which were selected for Un Certain Regard at Cannes and the soon to be released 

feature film debut for director Leon Ford and producer Nicole O’Donohue. Griff the Invisible 

Her films have won many awards including co-recipient of the Palme d’or at Cannes (The Piano, 1993), 3 Academy Awards® (The Piano, 1994), Camera d’Or at Cannes (Love Serenade 1996), over 35 

Australian Film Institute Awards, and have had numerous screenings and honours across the globe at the world’s top film festivals including Venice, Toronto, Berlin and Cannes. 

Jan received the Nova Award from the Producer’s Guild of America for Most Promising Theatrical 

Motion Picture Producer in 1994. She has been honoured for her outstanding contribution to the 

Australian film industry as the recipient of many lifetime achievement awards including the Order of 

Australia in 2004. 

Executive Producer – Scott Meek 

Scott Meek joined the National Film Theatre (London’s primary cinematheque) as Deputy Manager in 

1972. During the five years he worked there (and for some years after) he wrote regularly on film for 

Time Out, Sight and Sound, The Guardian, The Observer and The Independent. 

From 1977 to 1984 Scott was Feature Films Officer of Britain’s National Film Archive in charge of 

selecting and acquiring all feature film and TV movies for the national collection. In 1979 Scott 

organised “British Film Now” as a central part of The New York Film Festival showcasing new films by 

Ken Loach, Derek Jarman, John Mackenzie, Nicolas Roeg and Mike Leigh. 

He joined Zenith Productions in 1984 on creation of the company as script editor, then over the next 

decade rapidly became Head of Development, Head of Creative Affairs and Director of Production and finally Managing Director. Zenith became one of Britain’s largest independent film and television 

production companies and produced over twenty feature films and two hundred hours of television. 

Features made under Scott’s creative supervision at Zenith include: Alex Cox’s Sid and Nancy; David 

Leland’s Wish You Were Here; The Hit and Prick Up Your Ears both directed by Stephen Frears; Paul 

Schrader’s Patty Hearst; John Huston’s final film The Dead; Trust, Simple Men and Amateur all directed by Hal Hartley; Nicole Holofcener’s Walking and Talking; and Todd Hayne’s Velvet Goldmine. Six of the films were selected for competition at the Cannes Film Festival and many won awards at festivals from Cannes to Sundance. Zenith itself won three separate awards as an outstanding creative and original company. 

Zenith’s collective policy, as a company, was that the only credit was to Zenith Productions and that no individual credits were taken. Scott worked on the script development, creative supervision from casting to cut and on the financing and sales of all Zenith features from 1985. He also supervised Zenith’s television output from the beginning, working with CBS, HBO, Showtime 

and PBS in the US, as well as the major Australian, Canadian and all the UK broadcasters on award 

winning shows such as Inspector Morse, Tales from the Hollywood Hills, Fields of Fire, Rhodes and 

Hamish Macbeth. 

In 1998 Scott left Zenith Executive Produced A Reasonable Man for first time writer/director Gavin Hood in South Africa. Gavin won the Academy Award for Best Foreign Film at the 2006 Academy Awards with his third feature Tsotsi. Scott subsequently raised finance from Nashville to set up Deep Indigo Productions with his former Zenith colleague Nigel Stafford-Clark. Scott then produced the series Tinsel Town for the BBC. The programme won two Scottish BAFTA’s and the National BAFTA for best new writer. 

Scott left Deep Indigo in 2004 and moved to Australia where he became Head of Drama for the 

Australian Broadcasting Corporation during which time he Executive Produced the television films The Silence, Stepfather of the Bride and Curtin and the mini-series Answered By Fire and Bastard Boys.  Since 2006 he has been the Sydney Evaluation Manager for the Film Finance Corporation Australia. 

Director of Photography – Simon Chapman 

Simon is an award-winning director of photography specialising in film and high-definition 

cinematography. Simon studied at The Australian Film Television and Radio School (AFTRS) in Sydney, where he earned his masters degree in cinematography. 

While at the AFTRS, Simon received the ‘cinematographer of the year’ award for outstanding results in Cinematography and he was also the first recipient of the Film Critics Circle of Australia award for 

‘Emerging Talent’ in cinematography. In 2002 Simon traveled to the prestigious Camerimage 

cinematography film festival in Poland where his graduation film Into the Night’ (dir; Tony Krawitz) was accepted into the worldwide student competition. 

In 2009 Simon completed the feature film Griff the Invisible. Directed by Leon Ford, it stars Ryan 

Kwanten (True Blood) and was produced by Nicole O’Donohue and executive producers Jan Chapman and Scott Meek. 

In 2008 Simon shot his debut feature film The Loved Ones. Directed by Sean Byrne, it had its 

international premiere at the Toronto International Film Festival. Simon also photographed Sean’s short film Advantage that was screened at the Sundance film festival. 

Simon won the Golden Tripod ACS national award for the short film Katoomba and was awarded ‘Best Cinematography’ at the Melbourne International Film Festival for the short film The Ground Beneath. 

Casting – Kirsty McGregor 

Little is known about the first few years of Kirsty’s life though certain assumptions can be made from a photograph taken of her performing in front of a large crowd in roller skates. Born into a large and 

creative family, Kirsty was forced to learn varied and obscure tricks to be able to get any attention. By 

the age of 6 people were paying her for it. 

Growing up she performed in various theatre and television shows culminating in the Australian cult hit Bride’s of Christ where her acting talents were stretched to the limit when she took on playing the role of a good catholic girl. 

In her late twenties Kirsty got jack of being cast as a teenager and discovered a passion for casting. 

She worked for various people around Sydney until she discovered that starting your own business and working from home meant you got to sleep in and wear pyjamas to work. 

Hence McGregor Casting was born. In her Woolloomooloo loft apartment Kirsty slogged away creating what is now one of Sydney’s most highly respected Casting agencies. Grand heights for a girl with the handicap of growing up in Canberra. Today Kirsty works with Australia’s top directors. She still roller skates. 

Production Designer – Sophie Nash 

Sophie is a graduate of The Australian Film, Television & Radio School [AFTRS] (MA Film and 

Television in Production Design) and The University of New South Wales [COFA] (Bachelor of Design). 

Recent credits include art directing the highly acclaimed feature film Bran Nue Dae, and the ABC’s 13part children’s drama My Place, recreating Sydney over the last 130 years. Sophie has art directed an eclectic body of work, including September, which captures 1967 outback Australia and collaborated on Solo, a contemporary film about underground crime in Sydney. She is currently art directing an Australian feature film titled Burning Man. 

As the production designer for Griff The Invisible this is the third time Sophie will come together with this creative team, having previously designed Leon’s award winning shorts The Mechanicals and 

Katoomba. Sophie has relished the opportunity to render the world of a Superhero in designing for Griff The Invisible. 

Costume Designer – Shareen Beringer 

Born in Cape Town, South Africa, and raised in the beachy suburbs of Western Australia where 

Shareen graduated with a bachelor of Visual arts in Textile Design. She then moved to Sydney where 

she grew both professionally and creatively. 

Shareen Beringer is a Costume Designer who has spent ten years working her way from assistant to 

Co-Designer . Working on such projects like, The Matrix, Stealth, and Ghostrider. Collaborating on 

designs for established actors like, Keane Reeves, Nicholas Cage, Dennis Hopper, and Eva Mendes to 

name a few. Before stepping into the role of Costume Designer 

Before taking a break and having her son, she was Costume Designer on the Toni Collette, Keisha 

Castle Hughes film Hey Hey it’s Ester Blueburger, a film that saw her work nominated for an AFI award. She then moved overseas and started a clothing line whilst looking after baby Archie. She is  now stocked in some of the best retail districts in the world, High street in London, Harrod’s department store, Soho in New York, to name a few. In the short time since returning to film work she has already completed three feature films, Uninhabited, Griff the Invisible, and Sleeping Beauty, all due for release soon. 

Editor – Karen Johnson 

Karen Johnson is a highly experienced drama and documentary editor, she has worked on over 50 

productions and also been nominated for two IF awards in recognition for her editing work on Beneath Clouds and One Night The Moon. Recently, her body of work has included Katoomba (30 min short film, winner St Kilda FF and Dendy Awards 2007) and First Australians (2009 AFI award best Documentary series). Karen is particularly interested in projects that explore the subtext of everyday life. 

Sound Designer – Sam Petty 

Sam Petty dropped out of university in 1986, after handing in only one essay. Which he spent a long 

time writing. After a decade of mucking around in bands, and scoping things out as an assistant picture editor, he went to AFTRS in the early ‘90’s to study editing and then sound. His first film as sound designer was The Boys in 1996, working with fellow AFTRS graduates Rowan Woods, Tristan Milani, Nick Meyers and Robert Connolly. Since then he has been sound designer and mixer on about 25 features, the same number of documentaries, with a bit of theatre, and many short films. His work is always influenced by psychoacoustics, and mostly carried out by acoustic psychos. He is often 

preoccupied by the subtle abstraction of ‘real’ sounds -looking for tonal qualities and emotional 

resonances; hoping to blur the line a little between sound design and musical score. He sometimes 

wonders what mark he got for that essay.
