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Article 1- The 20th International Festival of Films for Children and Young Adults will be staged in Isfahan from September 29- October 4, 2005.

Article 2- The Festival aims at: 

A. Bringing together and promoting films and videos from all over the world whose main purpose is to entertain and educate children and young adults and help them acquire a more critical appreciation of film and video arts.

B. Encouraging exchanges of ideas and points of view among filmmakers and young audiences. Special attention will be paid to films which attempt to foster mutual understanding and awareness of problems between children and adults.

Article 3- The festival will comprise three sections: Competition, Out-of-Competition and Special Screenings.

A. Competition: The competition programs will include separate sections for feature-length and short works.  The Festival accepts all types of films and videos which could be considered suitable for children up to age of 15. The films and videos may be live-action or animation, documentary or feature, short (3 to 29 mins.), medium-length (30 to 59 mins.), or feature-length (over 60 mins). Films and videos in competition must not have been produced over 3 years before the Festival date, and should not have been released in Isfahan or have been aired by Iranian TV networks before October 2005 or have been shown in previous editions of the festival. The selection committee will view all submitted works and will select a maximum of two full-length and three short or medium-length films as well as three short or full-length videos from each country for screening at the different sections of the festival. Iran, as the host country, will present three full-length and four short or medium-length films as Iran, as four short or full-length videos in the competition sections.
The Juries:
International Competition

An international Jury with at least five members will be selected from among film artists and critics active in the field of the intellectual development of children and young adults to evaluate films and videos in the International Competition and  award the following prizes:

- Golden Butterfly Prize for Best Feature Film.

- Golden Butterfly Prize for Best Short or Medium-length Film.

- Golden Butterfly Prize for Best Direction of feature film.

- Golden Butterfly Prize for Best Full-Length Film Script.

- Golden Butterfly Prize for Best Performance by a Young Actor or Actress.

- Golden Butterfly Prize  for  Best Technical  or  Artistic Achievement   .    

- Golden Butterfly Prize for Best Full-Length Video.

- Golden Butterfly Prize for Best Short or Medium-Length Video.
A Jury with at least five members will be selected from among film artists and critics active in the field of the intellectual development of children and young adults in the Asian countries to evaluate films in the Asian competition and award the following prizes:

- Golden Butterfly Prize for Best Feature Film

- Golden Butterfly prize for Best Direction

- Golden Butterfly prize for Best Script

International Jury of Children and Young Adults
A jury comprising at least 15 children and young adults selected by the festival from all over the world will award a Golden Butterfly Prize to the Best Full-Length Film in the International Competition. 

Each jury In the international film and video competition sections may award, with the consent of the Festival Director, a Diploma of Honor to the creator of a film or video. 
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Each jury may award a Special Golden Butterfly Prize for Best Film or video About Children to a full-length film or video of outstanding stylistic or thematic values.

In each category the prize may be awarded only if the Festival Selection Committee  has  announced  five  entries   for  that category.

No Prize may be awarded to two or more films or videos on an ex aequo basis.
The festival may invite films and videos to the competition programs. 

All competition entries will receive certificates of participation.

B . Out-of-Competition: 
Films and videos in this section, which are regarded as on par with the competition entries, will include works of superior quality which can not be presented in the competition section because of restrictions related to year of production or the number of entries acceptable in the competition, as well as films and videos that have been sent specifically for this section by the participants. The Festival may also invite films and videos specifically for this section. Any film or video produced during the past decade, specially those presented and awarded at other international festivals, may also be entered in this section. All out-of-competition entries will receive certificates of participation.

C. Special Screenings:

This program will be organized as a tribute to the valuable efforts of an outstanding creator of films and videos for children, or for the purpose of emphasizing the importance of a country, a certain style or school of making films and videos for young people.

Article 4 –  Private or public organizations wishing to enter films and videos in any of the festival sections are required to observe the following points: 

Fill up the entry form and dispatch it to the festival bureau together with film synopsis, stills, posters, brochures, etc. before Aug. 1, 2005. Film prints must reach the festival bureau before September 1, 2005.  The festival accepts video programs that have been produced in DVD, Betacam or DV CAM formats. (In the case of theatrical films, producers may dispatch VHS videocassettes for preview by the festival selection committee.) All correspondence, entry forms, publicity materials and film prints should be addressed to:

 

Article 5 – Scheduling the screening of films and videos (dates, times and locations) is the responsibility of the Festival Organizing Committee. No film or video, once programmed, may be withdrawn from the Festival.

Article 6 – Shipping: 

A. All films and videos must be sent to the Festival PREPAID.

The Festival will bear the expense of return transportation. 

B. Producers may also send their films and videos to the Festival through diplomatic channels.

C. The Festival will insure the safety of the prints from the time of delivery to the Festival to the time the prints are rendered to a shipping agent for return. In case of loss or damage to the prints, the obligation of the Festival is limited to compensating  the producers for the amount specified on the entry forms as the value of the print.

D. All exhibition prints will be returned by the Festival to their original sources within two weeks after the end of Festival.

Article 7 – The Festival Director reserves the right to rule on cases not foreseen by the present regulations or on any ambiguity arising from them in accordance with Regulations for International Film Festivals of the International Federation of Film Producers Association (FIAPF).

Article 8 – Application for participation in the Festival implies full acceptance of the above regulations.
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
